Renovation Helps Expand Capacity,
Relieve Facility Pressures

Relief for some of the overcrowding
pressures on the Crisis Stabilization
Unit and the Access and Urgent
Care Services Department will come
in the way of a renovation project
that began in March.

Professional Building Systems started
construction in the Emergency Services
Department which will rearrange the existing
floor plan to add a secure observation room
and three private exam rooms. The observation
room will hold three beds, increasing the
Center’s capacity for accepting, triaging and
holding individuals who are in crisis, but who
may not require an inpatient admission. This
new space will allow law enforcement to bring
additional individuals who may be suffering
from a mental break, personal crisis or
serious emotional problem who are a danger
to themselves or causing a public safety risk.
The three private exam rooms feature state
of the art sound proofing materials to improve
client confidentiality, privacy and safety while
processing crisis admissions.

This transitional expansion is the first step in
preparation for a larger expansion that will add
additional Baker Act beds and increase the
program’s capacity.

The Access and Urgent Care Services
Department, which processes non-emergency
admissions for the entire agency, is also
undergoing renovations to expand the capacity
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for admissions and triage services. With six new
private admissions offices, this expansion will
improve access to the Center’s more than 50
programs and services and will enhance the
admissions process through improved privacy
and client confidentiality.

Sally is a 16 year old survivor. She and
her twin sister had a difficult upbringing having
been neglected by her parents and placed in foster
care then later adopted by her aunt and uncle only
to be torn apart through their bitter divorce. Both
were sexually abused by their adoptive brother.
Sally grew up watching drug addiction and mental
health problems plague her family and now she
too has had to battle these personal demons.

She began self mutilization when she was 11
because “cutting made her feel better”. To help
dull her pain, she began abusing drugs and
alcohol. Her grades started slipping and she
was later expelled. When her anger, rebellion
and outbursts became too fierce to be normal
